Helpful Hints

When finding equivalent fractions, you must multiply (or divide) the numerator AND the denominator by the SAME number. 

If you are not sure which fraction is bigger or smaller, find a common denominator. When you do, ask yourself, “What can I multiply my current denominator so that the new denominator equals this?”

When converting mixed numbers, use division. The denominator stays the same. The numerator is the remainder. Don’t forget the whole number!
